The National Neonatal Audit Programme (NNAP) 
NAPP is rolling out an audit of the health status at two years post term of babies <32+0 weeks gestation or <1501g in order to assess the long-term outcomes of the smallest and youngest babies. In some cases it may be that community paediatricians are best placed to carry out a follow up of these babies and complete a health status questionnaire. Where units are using the Badger.net patient data system, the form is available for completion on line, and clinicians in the community can either be given access to the system for direct data entry (where nhs.net is available) or be asked by the NNU to complete a paper version which can then be entered on line; this enables NNAP to receive a patient-anonymised version for analysis.
